The students at Alder have a fantastic record 

of being able to raise money for charity. 
 
In the run up to Christmas, the school decided that we 
would support a fundraising campaign to buy one of our 
students, Jade Mullin in Year Nine, a sports wheelchair. 
 
Jade was born with Spina Bifida and uses a wheelchair as 
the splints that she uses to help her walk cause painful 
blisters. 
 
Despite this,  back in Year Seven Jade took part in an     
Active8 sports session organised in Tameside and since 
then she has gone on to win Gold Medals at the National      
Disability Athletics Championships in the Javelin and 
Manual Slalom events.  Jade also recently won the    
Tameside Disabled Sports Achievers Award and was     
recently praised in a debate in the House Of Commons! 
 
Jade has had a lot of success so far but she dreams of 
competing at a Paralympics and winning medals for her 
country.  Unfortunately, Jade does not have a suitable 
sports chair in which to compete which makes her           
achievements all the more incredible! 
 
Jade is an amazing young lady with an incredible           
determination to succeed.  This determination has been 
matched by the whole school in the past few weeks as 
staff and students have come together aiming to raise 
£1500 to put towards the £2300 it will cost for a sports 
wheelchair. 
 

The staff in the Learning Support Centre raised £216 by 
selling raffle tickets for Christmas Hampers.  The           
student’s hamper was won by Vicky Howarth in Year 
Nine.  Mrs Haigh organised a raffle for a Scalextric set 
raising £73.  This was won by Mr Jones.
